Connecting to eduroam with Windows 10

1) Click on the Internet Access icon in the Windows Taskbar
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2) Choose eduroam from the list of available networks
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3) Click Connect
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4) Log in with username@fingerlakes.edu for students or username@flcc.edu for faculty/staft
ex) msmith@fingerlakes.edu or msmith@flcc.edu along with your FLCC (Webadvisor password)
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5) If you see the Windows Security Alert click Connect
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6) This screen shows when you have successfully connected and the icon in the taskbar
